Greetings,
Thanks for contacting us. Unfortunately, there isn't a way to prevent sending invoices as it is done automatically for each individual invoice. As for the buyer's address and name, the buyer must complete the checkout process after winning an auction, and then provide their name/address, which gets included into the invoice.

Please note that you could instruct the buyer to complete the checkout of their items (provide shipping address, etc.), but hold off on payment. Then you can adjust the invoice to remove (or add) shipping charges and have the buyer pay the updated invoices at a later time. Another way would be to have them simply complete checkout and payment by PayPal for all of them invoices, There is no need for Payment Until I send you an invoice. Especially If you have more lots to bid.
